Three stone obelisks,
painted in each country's national colors, stand at the spot
where the Parana and Iguassu River meet. Listen as your guide
talks about the history of this important South American mon-
ument. Later travel to the hotel to check-in. In the evening,
dinner will be served at the hotel restaurant where you will
enjoy a variety of international cuisines.

Iguassu - Brazilian Falls

After breakfast at the hotel, begin your journey to the

Brazilian side of mesmerizing Iguassu Falls. Iguassu

majestic waterfalls that make up the Iguassu Falls. Located in
the Iguassu National Park, on the border between Brazil and
Argentina, the Falls attract millions of visitors from all over
the world.

Iguassu - Argentinean Falls - Buenos Ai-
